Center of Excellence in Environmental and Energy Systems (and Accelerate 
Partner with F.O.C.U.S.) pointed to transportation as a critical sustainability issue 
and said, “As a community, we rely very heavily on personal vehicles, and not 
heavily on public transportation.” F.O.C.U.S. is providing opportunities to learn 
more about facts relating to public transportation, highways, and transportation 
planning. F.O.C.U.S. initiated a community discourse on this topic several 
months ago with a report on Route 81 followed by a report about SMTC.
